Competition Rules - Eoghan Power Memorial Trophy Singing Competition 2023 
 

 
1. There is an entry fee of €10. (This is payable on the night). 

2. The prize will be decided and communicated to the entrants in advance of the event. 

3. Participants should ensure that they can compete in the event on Thursday June 1st, 2023. 

4. Participants must be over Eighteen years old on Thursday June 1st, 2023. 

5. There is a limit of one entry per participant and no one person/band member can perform in more than one act in the final event. 

6. All participants performing in the final event will receive an equal amount of time to perform. (Two songs). 

7. The performer/act is limited to two folk songs or ballads of their choice. 

8. Each song can only be sung by one participant on the night and songs will be allocated on a first come first served basis. 

9. The competition is conducted in an acoustic session style and PA or Electric equipment is not permitted. 

10. Playing times will be drawn by lots on the day of the event between the following times: 9.30pm and 11.30pm. 

11. There will be a required participant/organiser meeting at 8pm at the venue on the evening of the competition. 

12. The winners will be announced on the night of the competition. 

13. A panel of judges will score the performances. Criteria to be considered will include but will not be limited to: stage presence; 

individuality; singing quality; and crowd response. 

14. The judges’ decision will be final. 

15. All participants must sign the application form acknowledging they have read and understand the rules and regulations as outlined 

in this document. 

16. All participants agree to have their name, voice, and/or likenesses used in any advertising, public relations or broadcasting  material 

relating to the competition including the Clancy Festival website and social media without any compensation or rights to royalties 

for such use. 

17. Completed application forms must be received by 4pm, Tuesday May 30th, 2023. 

18. Participants will be notified if they are accepted to compete in the final on Wednesday May 31st, 2023. 

19. The Clancy Festival Committee reserves the right to make changes to the rules and regulations. 

20. The Clancy Festival Committee will have final decision-making power in any disputes that arise concerning the competition.
